1.3 NORFU Organisation

In September 2000 the Union was restructured under a new Constitution. The following
is a brief summary of the governing and administrative structure for the Union.

Role of the Board

The Role of the Board is wwarry out the objects of the North Otago Rugby Football
Union.

Having regard to the submissions of the Club Rugby Council to establish and regularly
review policies for all matters pertaining to rugby in North Otago.
Establish and regularly review a long term strategic plan for the Union.

Control and administer the funds of the Union.
Receive and allocate money coming to the Union subject to and in
Accordance with any directions and conditions attached to it.

In terms of established policy:

to make rules for the control and management of the affairs of the Union and in
particular shall establish and regularly review rules for the protection of the Amateur
Status of Rugby players; and

to establish committees, determine their powers and functions (including delegation
of Board Powers), and aapt committee members as the Board determines.

Set and collect affiliation fees from Clubs

To appoint team selectors, coaches and management personnel of all Representative
teams and to make recommendations for the election of past or present members as
Life Members.

To elect from among members a Chairperson and Deputy Chairperson within 14 days
after the Annual General Meeting.

Engage, control and dismiss the Chief Executive

To suspend or expel at its discretion any member Club that shall wilfully break the
rules of the Union or the playing laws of the game of Rugby Football.

Composition of the Club Rugby Council

The Club Rugby Council consists of:

One representative elected by each Club (who shall be a member of the club)

One representative elected at each of the Annual General Meetings of the organisations
representing:

The Chairperson of the Board or another member of the board nominated by the
Chairperson of the Board as an alternate either of whom shall-affi@s.

All members of the Club Rugby Council shall hold office for a term of two years
and at the expiration of such term shall be eligible fazleetion.



Club Council Responsibilities

To make recommendations to the Board on the appointment of team selectors, coaches and
management personnel.

To make submissions to the Board on establishment and review of policies for all
matters pertaining to rugby in North Otago.

To control Club Rugby competitions in North Otago and sanction draws.

To foster and control Junior Rugby in North Otago.

To foster and oversee Maori Rugby in North Otago.

To foster and oversee Womands Rugby in Nol

Prior to the Annual Meeting in each year to elect two of its members to be Board
members for the ensuing year.

To elect from among its members from time to time a Chair person, a Deputy
Chairperson and a minute Secretary.

Goals of the Club Council

To have as many players as possible playing the game
To have the best and fairest competition structure possible

To have the best possible infrastructure to support the game at Club level. This includes
coaching, refereeing, administration and volunteer support at Club level.

Laws of the Game
Matches shall be played in accordance with the Laws of the Game of

Rugby Football and the rulings there on as recognised by the New
Zealand Rugby Union.

Players Eligible for the Competition
A player registered with a Union other than the North Otago Rugby

Football Union is not permitted to play in the Competition unless he
produces the written consent of the union with whom he is registered.

Suspended Players

Where the penalty has been notifi

No club shall play a suspended player. A club found to be in breach
of this rule is liable to be expelled from the Union and shall forfeit all
points (if applicable) for the match or matches in which the suspended
player participated.

Player Transfers

No player from the district of another union shall play in an iohei

match for any member Club of this Union, unless and until the player
has been granted a transfer by the Board (except in the case of a player
who is specifically permitted to do so under NZRFU rules.)

No player who is, or has been a member of a Club belonging to this
Union, shall play in an inteclub match for another member club of
this Union unless and until the player has been granted a transfer by
the Board.

Transfers will only be considered where the player concerned
produces evidence of financial membership of the Club for whom

he last played. Such evidence may take the form of a clearance from
the Club concerned.

A player transfer will be approved where the transfer application
(together with evidence of financial membership) is delivered to the
Chief Executive prior to 15February in that season.



3.4.2

A Player transfer will not be approved in any case:

(i) Where the Board on reasonable ground believes the player has
been or may be provided with direct or indirect inducement in
contravention of rules established by the Board for the protection
of the Amateur Status of Rugby players,

or
Where the player is a North Otago Heartland player and two other
North Otago Heartland players have already been granted transfers
to that Club for that Season.

(f) All applications for transfer shall be in writing signed by the player
concerned and where appropriate, the Clubs affected and delivered
to the Chief Executive. The Club to which the player intends to
transfer to shall certify on the transfer application to the effect that
no direct or indirect inducement has been or will be provided to the
player or to the Club for which the player last played.

(g) To facilitate a club being able to field a competitive front row a club

All Transfer Players shall be registered with the Union. It shall be the
sole responsibility of the Club that the Transfer Player has joined to
register that player as such.

Rule 10 Change of Venue

3.10 The event that the venue of a match or matches is unavailable due to
adverse ground conditions or for any other reason, it shall be the
responsibility of the Ahomedo Cl ub
visiting Club and the Referee(s), by Noon on the day prior to the match.

3.10.1 The Chief Executive, in consultation with Clubs involved, shall direct
as follows in order of priority:

- The lower grade matches be played at a suitable alternative venue.

- The match or matches are postponed to the following day in the case
of a Saturday match or Holiday weekend.

- The match or matches be played at an alternative venue of similar
standard the Clubs usual home ground.

Rule 11 Forfeits

It is acknowledged that, although undesirable from time to time
forfeits may occur. Clubs must notify their opponents of any decision
to forfeit prior to 7.15pm on the Thursday evening prior to the
scheduled match.

3.11 Each match which shall be forfeited by a Club shall be regarded as having
been won by the opposing Club on the day on which the match, but for
such forfeit, would have been played.

3.11.1In the case of a forfeit the team which has been awarded the win as a result
of the forfeit will receive 5 competition points and the game will be
credited with a pointsscoreof8 i n f avour of the fw

3.11.2In the case of a Club withdrawing a team or teams from the Competition,
all match points (fiFor and Against
or teams shall not be counted, and competition points shall be cancelled.

3.11.3 Any Club that fails to carry out fixtures shall be held liable for a default
penalty (as set out by the Council of Clubs) & any ground costs incurred
for the match or matches unless the Board deems the explanation satisfactory

3.11.4 All clubs agree to play all fixtures sanctioned by the NORFU.



Rule 12 Temporary Suspension

3.12 If a player is sent off astamporary suspension:

3.12.1 The ten (10) minutes suspension period will begin as soon as the player
leaves the playing area.

3.12.2 The ten (10) minute suspension period will not include half time for the
purpose of calculating the ten (10) minutes.

3.12.3 In matches where injury time is applicable, the ten minute temporary
suspension period shall be ten (10) minutes of actual playing time.

3.12.4 The referee will keep the time where there are no designated sideline
(sin-bin) officials.

3.12.5 The temporarily suspended player may not be replaced by another
player, nor be available to replace an injured player. The exception to
this is if the player is a prop or hooker, the suspended player is to be
replaced by a suitably trained replacement, and the team captain must
direct another of his players to leave the field for the duration.

If a suitably trained front row replacement is not available, the match
will continue with uncontested scrummages as per the Laws of the game.

3.12.6 The temporary suspension of a player must be reported on the Result
Sheet. Failure to do so will leave the player and the Club liable to
suspension and/or penalty by the Board.

3.12.7 Should a player incufwo (B) temporary suspensions (i.e. sin bins) in
any one season he will receive a written warning. If the player incurs a
Third (3rd) temporary suspension the player will automatically be
suspended from playing f@ne(1) Competition Match.
Finals matches are included. Temporary suspensions do not transfer to
the next season.

The NORFU will decide disciplinary matters in accordance with the
NZRFU Disciplinary Handbook with the following exceptions:

A player ordered from the field by a referee for foul play, will receive a
mandatory (automatic) suspension of two further playing days without a
disciplinary hearing. The player has the right to contest the mandatory
suspension by requesting a hearing by the Disciplinary Committee. The
respective union will inform the player, & their club, in writing of the
period of suspension.

The mandatory (automatic) suspension may be formally contested in
writing within 48 hours of the offence by:

@ The player or playeros club
(b)) The refereebds association

(c) The judicial review officer of the respective union

(d) Insuch cases a disciplinary committee hearing will be convened.

If a player, following a formal warning for 2 sliin offences within the
season, is sthinned on a third occasion the player will receive a
mandatory (automatic) suspension of two further playing days, without
a disciplinary hearing. That is unless the mandatory suspension is
contested as in 3.13.1 above, in which case a hearing will be convened.

In the Senior Combined Competition: A disciplinary hearing convened
to hear the case of a player from the other union will be held at the
discretion of the home or away Union.

Rule 14 Finals Matches- Duration of Matches

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4.1 First Aid

The following are the minimum recommended requirements for Unions and
Clubs in regards to First Aid procedures at a rugby match.

Each Union or club should have a medically trained person in attendance at each
match.

At least one stretcher, preferably a Jordan Frame, and a set of cervical collars of
varying sizes, should be available.

Each Union or Club should have access to a medical room equipped with
adequate lighting, running water, first aid equipment and a telephone.

A sign should be erected noting the emergency telephone numbers of your
ambulance and nearest hospital.

Your Club is encouraged to provide appropriate safety instruction for referees,
coaches and first aid attendants. (The NZRU produces posters which covers
this and will be distributed when available.)

Each Club Medical Officer should ensure that appropriate items of first aid
equipment are available. The following is a list of the basic requirements for a
First Aid Room which acts as a guideline for Clubs.

. Disposable Glovesabsolute necessity and plenty of them

. Eyepads protect eye till medical assess

. Combine pads (S,M,L)cover areas requiring dressing

. Non-adhesive/absorbent dressigpver oozing wounds

. Gauze Squarescover small wounds

. Cotton Wool- clean wounds

. Bandaids

. Sterile Strips lacerations not requiring suturing

. Slings/Collar and Cuff limb injury support

. Crepe Bandages, Tubifast (assorted sizgsints, soft tissue

. Razors remove hair so tapes adhere

. Blunt ended scissors

. Emesis Bowl

. Plastic bags for ice packs

. Chlorhexidine antiseptic skin cleanser

. Tapes
« Mmicropore » adhere dressings in place
» elastoplast « thicker tape used to support

« Leukoplast » Tape fingers together

All items which have been in contact with blood are to be tied securely
in double plastic bags before disposing of them.

Blood Related Instructions
These instructions are a guide to procedure to be followed in relation to
bloodborne infections and contact sports.

The potential for the spread of infection (e.g. 'scrumpox’) in contact sports
such as rugby union has been widely recognised for many years. More
recently, with heightened public awareness and anxiety, increasing attention
has been given to the possible risks of acquiring hepatitis B (HBV) or human
immunovirus (HIV) infection in sports where the spillage of blood may occur.

The risk of acquiring HIV or hepatitis B through playing rugbynisimal .

There is little evidence worldwide of the transmission of HIV or HBV

infection while participating in sport. Nevertheless, the potential for spread in
rugby, however minimal compared with other known risk factors, is accepted
and the following recommendations have been prepared by the IRFB Medical
Advisory Committee for the guidance of rugby players, team attendants and
officials.



Players

() Itis the responsibility of all players to maintain strict personal hygiene by
covering all cuts and abrasions (grazes) with an impermeable waterproofing
dressing.

(i) Open cuts and abrasions occurring during a match or training session must
be reported and treated immediately.

(i) Players have a personal responsibility to avoid any direct contact with the
blood of other players.

(iv) Blood soaked jerseys, shorts etc. should be removed and replaced by fresh
clean clothing as soon as possible. Blgodtaminated clothing should be
put through a hot detergent wash.

(v) All players with a recent history of evidence of infectious disease should
discuss the potential hazards of participation in sport with a doctor. Chronic
carriers of bloodborne diseases, who are otherwise fit, need not categorically
be excluded from participating in contact sports.

Referees, Match Officials and Team Attendants

() Under Law 6A(8)(d), a player who has an open or bleeding wound (including
nose bleeds) must leave the playing area until the bleeding is controlled and
the wound covered. Disposable wipes or sponges should be used rather than
the traditional communal sponge.

(i) When bleeding cannot be controlled, the player must not be permitted to
return to the game.

(i) Clothing and equipment contaminated with fresh blood should be replaced
before the player returns to the field of play.

(iv) Team attendants and other persons attending to bleeding players are strongly
advised to wear disposable gloves. Disposable rAoetiouth resuscitation
devices should also be available.

Team Preparation Areas

It is the responsibility of all Clubs to ensure that dressing rooms, "wiafm

areas etc. are kept clean and tidy. Particular attention should be paid {0 wash
basins, toilets and showers. Adequate soap, papettbaets and disinfectants
should always be available. Household bleach (diluted 1 part in 10) should be
used to clean up any blood spills.



Key Points

Bleeding Playersmust be removed immediately from the field of play until the
bleeding is controlled and the wound covered with an impermeable
waterproof dressing.

Blood Soaked Equipment(jerseys, shorts etc.) should be replaced by fresh clean
equipment, and put through a hot detergent wash.

Blood Spillsshould be cleaned up using suitable wash.

First Aid Kits should include disposable gloves and individual disposable wipes
or sponges.

Players with a recent history or who are known carriers of Blood borne
Diseases should discuss the potential hazards of participation in contact sport
with a doctor.

Personal and Environmental Hygieneshould be maintained at a high level at
all times.

4.3 Concussion

Concussion occurs when, after a blow to the head, there is brain injury with
some immediate disturbance of cerebral function. Signs and symptoms of this
may include:

+ Confusion and disorientation
+ Loss of consciousness

« Loss of memory

+ Double vision

+ Giddiness or unsteadiness

« \Vomiting

A player showing any of these signs or symptoms should be removed from the
field and referred for medical attention. Loss of consciousness for a period
exceeding 4 or 5 minutes as result of a blow to the head would be indicative of
a more severe injury so that player should be immediately referred to a hospital
for further attention. Where loss of consciousness is for a period of less than

4 minutes, the player should be removed from the game for immediate medical
assessment.



Return to Competition

Players who have suffered definite cerebral concussion and loss of consciousness
should not participate in any match or training session for at least three(3) weeks
and then only after being cleared by a proper neurological medical examination.

Warning

Complications, potentially serious, may occur in the 24 hours after a seemingly
slight head injury. Accordingly, deterioration of consciousness after

apparent recovery or the onset of symptoms such as headaches, increasing drowsi-
ness, blurred vision and vomiting, require immediate medical assessment.

Also see Guidelines in Section 3.

4.4  Management of Serious Injuries

General Recommendations

Urgent medical advice (usually at an Emergency and Accident Department or
local hospital but als;emember the NZRU has a 24 hour Injury Advice
Hotline 7 0800 800 911 for your useshould be obtained if:

- Unconsciousness, persistent headache, vomiting or nausea occur after a
blow to the head.

- Breathing difficulties occur after an injury to the head, neck or chest.

«  Severe pains in the neck, particularly if radiating to the arms, occur.

« Abdominal pains, particularly if associated with shoulder tip pain, occur.
« Blood is present in the urine.

« An eye injury occurs.

Specific Recommendations

1. If atooth is knocked out, it should be replaced immediately in its socket
(if dirty, wash it first with milk, if available) and mould aluminium foil
over the replaced tooth and its adjacent teeth. The player should then seek
immediate dental advice.

2. If cerebral concussion and loss of consciousness has occurred, the player
should not resume playing for three weeks and then only after clearance
by a doctor following appropriate neurological assessment.



3. If afracture or dislocation is suspected, the injured limb should be supported,
ideally with a splint, while the player is lifted onto a stretcher or helped from
the field. Xrays to confirm the diagnosis, or exclude injury are essential
and should be performed as soon as possible. If a lower limb fracture occurs,
transport by ambulance should be carried out. If an upper limb is injured,
usually transport by car is adequate. If the fracture is compound (bony
fragments protruding the skin) the area should be covered with a clean towel
while awaiting the ambulance.

4. If the player is unconscious:

(a) always suspect an associated spinal fracture

(b) observe in coma position (ie on his side) having supported the neck or by
applying a cervical collar while turning him.

(c) observe the basic rule by maintaining an adequateasir

(d) if respiratory arrest occurs, Cardio Pulmonary Resuscitation (C.P.R.)
should be commenced.

5. Inthe event of a neck injury:

(a) determine the manner in which it happened

(b) determine if there is sensory or power loss

(c) apply a cervical (eg "Stiff neck") if possible

(d) DO NOT attempt to move or manipulate the neck if the head is held
rigidly by muscle spasm or locked vertebral facets

(e) if there is no one experienced in the management of this problem the
PLAYER SHOULD NOT BE MOVED but given emotional support
while awaiting the ambulance.

The Following page
contains a copy of the Serious Injury Report which must be completed and
returned to the NORFU within 48 hours of the injury.
